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Penal liability in business law
Abstract:
As a necessary and preventive means, the intervention of the penal law in the business field is
considered among the negative aspects of harmful economic activity resulting in the
emergence of a penal responsibility that deviated from the fundamental principles thereof in
the general penal law, because of its being affected by the specificity of the provisions of
criminalization in the business field along with the expansion of the scope of attribution
therein; the fact of which necessitated the adaptation of the rules of penalty and follow-up for
the purpose of facing the consequences of criminal liability in this field in light of the balance
between the necessity of criminal intervention with the deterrent mechanisms thereof, and
keeping pace with the aspirations of contemporary criminal policy.
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
