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Abstract:

Priviliged contract is considered as one of the most significant mechanisms for private
investment in the filed of investing in the private nationaldue to its guarantees by giving the
private sectors either natural or legal entity, the option to establish its investment project
without losing their subordination to national property, which provides an opportunity for
diversification economic activity outside the hydrocarbon sector on the one hand, and
attracting national and foreign capital on the other hand.

In order to achieve this the Algerian legislator authorized the mechanism of concession on
private national property under several legislative and regulatory laws which allow
investores to conduct the investment project in a specific period and according to existing
domestic laws conditions.
