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New mechanisms to combat administrative corruption in Algeria
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Abstract

Most countries, including Algeria, seek to confront administrative
corruption and consider it necessary and inevitable. Factually, Algeria worked
hard to limit the spread of this phenomenon by expanding the traditional
mechanisms and developing new ones to fight against all aspects of corruption.
This was done following the 2003 United Nations Convention Against
Corruption Authority, which Algeria ratified with discretion in the Presidential
Decree No. 04-128. However, the effectiveness of these mechanisms in
preventing and combating this phenomenon relies on their independence from
the executive authority.
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
